Phnom Penh - Prek'kdam

Wake up in Cambodia’s capital, Phnom
Penh. The city was once known as the
“Pearl of Asia”, but it was almost entirely
evacuated by the Khmer Rouge in 1975. This
morning, we learn more about the Khmer
Rouge and the darkest days of Cambodian
history.

This is a former school that was converted
to the main prison and torture headquarters
of the Khmer Rouge. In the afternoon,
you will have the opportunity to visit the
majestic Royal Palace with its gardens and
Central Market located in the heart of the
city. In the evening, you will have a chance
to experience an evening tuk-tuk ride
through Phnom Penh ending on a rooftop
terrace, where you will enjoy a beverage
and take in the great views of the city as part
of EmeraldPLUS.

Buddha statue which was damaged during
skirmishes with the Khmer Rouge which
had the hill as one of their last strongholds.
